A new guest
was at the church, a little 1st grader. The little boy had one arm missing. The teacher was
afraid that one of the other children would comment on his handicap and embarrass him.
There was no opportunity to caution the group of kids gathering, so she proceeded as
carefully as possible. As the class time came to a close, she began to relax. She asked the
class to join her in their usual closing ceremony. "Let's make our churches," she said. "Here's
the church and here's the steeple, open the doors and there's..." The awful truth of her own
actions struck her. The very thing she had feared that the children would do, she had done.
As she stood there speechless, the little girl sitting next to the boy reached over with her left
hand and placed it up to his right hand and said, "Davey, let's make the church together."

We can't do church alone. We can't be a church alone. Jesus said, "Where two or more are
gathered...". This story may be seen as a parable of our search for oneness in Christ: to put
our inadequate, handicapped lives alongside the lives of others and to pray, "Let's make the
church together."

Our lives, joined together, form a faith community. Our faith communities put together make
a church. Churches put together make a denomination. Denominations put together form a
Religion. Religions can change the world. (and yes, | think religions should also work

together...).
